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A List of Commentaries on Aristotle’s De anima III

The following list includes literal and question commentaries on 

Aristotle’s De anima from the 13th and 14th centuries.1 It does not include 

commentaries on only books I and/or II, but either commentaries on the 

whole treatise or on book III. It does not include treatises or questions on 

the soul that were produced in the faculty of theology either. Regarding 

the works that have been attributed, the list tries to be exhaustive. 

Regarding anonymous works, however, although there is an extensive 

list, I cannot claim it to be exhaustive. 

The list is divided into four sections covering the three periods c. 

1200–c. 1260; c. 1260–c. 1300 and c. 1300–c. 1400, as well as a list of 

anonymous commentaries. The three periods roughly correspond to three 

commentary-traditions, i.e. the tradition of lectio-commentaries, 

expositions and paraphrases from the first half of the 13th century; the 

tradition of (mostly) question-commentaries from the second half of the

commentaries that are unedited are listed first; thereafter are listed the 

edited ones, which are marked with *. In both cases I have followed an 

alphabetic order.   

Each entry in sections 1–3 is presented as follows:  

Author (date of death, if known): The Latin form of the author’s name is 

used. The author’s religious order is also given, when it is known that the 

author was part of one.  

A piece of information about the author’s academic activity: An 

approximate date and place for the author’s regency in a faculty of arts is 

given, when possible. If this one is not available, any other date and/or 

place that can tells us something about the author’s academic activity is 

given. When there is no information available, this entry is empty.   

Title: Usually the one that appears in the catalogues that I used for the 

production of this list.  

Manuscripts and/or edition: When an edition exists, the full 

reference is given. The manuscripts are presented according to the 

following format: MS Town, Library Collection Number (century, if 

known) folia, thus e.g. MS Madrid, BN 1067 (13th) ff. 73r–76v.  

List of questions on De anima III: When possible, the list of 

questions on De anima III is given. This is mainly the case in question-

commentaries that are edited or that exist in an early modern edition that 

I could check, but also in some literal commentaries that have sections 

with questions.
